PUBLIC NOTICE

The requirement to submit Declarations to the National Authority Chemical Weapons Convention
(NACWC) is mandated under section 12 of the Chemical Weapons Convention (CWC) Act, 2000.

2. Inexercise of extant provisions of the CWC Act, 2000, it is notified that all persons and the
facilities dealing with the chemicals belonging to schedule-l, Schedule-2, Schedule-3 and Other
Chemical Production Facilities (OCPFs), liable to file Annual Declaration on Past Activities
(ADPA), are to file the same, on or before 31st January, 2022. The notice is also given to
those who, have previously filed ADPA for the calendar year 2020 and Annual Declaration of
Anticipated Activities (ADAA) for the calendar year 2022, for filing their ADPA for the calendar
year 2021 before the due date.

3. The ADPA for chemical facilities, having activities in respect of Schedule-1 Chemicals, should be
filed in hard copy to the NACWC.

4. The ADPAIn respect of Schedule-2, Schedule-3 and OCPFs, including Traders (|mporters/Exporters)|
of schedule-2 and schedule-3chemicals, need to be filed electronically by the respective chemical
faciliies, using authenticated Digital Signature Certificate (DSC ye-sign through MACWC URL
https:/lcwec.nacwe.nic.in (https:/lcwc{dot)nacwe (dot)nic{dot}in). The online window for filing
ADPA shall remain open from 1100 hrs, of 1st January, 2022 till 1800 hrs, of 31st January 2022.

5. Failure to furnish correct and complete information within the time limit is a punishable offence
underthe CWC Act, 2000.
